WHEREAS, the City of Babbitt recognizes and values the ISD #2142 School
system, and

WHEREAS, the City of Babbitt also supports open enrollment and the joint sports

WHEREAS, the City of Babbitt speaks as an advocate for concerned citizens,
parents, students, adults, and alumni about the extreme change, and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT, upon passage of this resolution, the
City of Babbitt urges ISD #2142 to allow the Babbitt-Embarrass School name,
logo, and colors to remain as is, sustaining these for a one year moratorium
